Veterans who wish to apply for this 
progr am should visit the Veteransô Service Agency located at 308 

Flatbush Avenue in Kingston. They will need to present their   
DD-214 discharge papers in order to qualify. Once the proper 

documentation has been verified, veterans will go to the County 
Clerkôs Office at 244 Fair Street, Kingston to have their picture 
taken and receive their discount card.
